Players will not involve themselves in bullying behavior and should they be aware of the existence of such behavior they MUST inform their manager.
 
Players, in order to play for the club must have paid their subscriptions and dues in their entirety before the commencement of the playing season.
 
Players should pay their weekly subscriptions prior to the commencement of their match.
 
Players will arrive at training sessions and matches in good time and with the appropriate gear.
